GENERAL INFORMATION - CAUSES AND GOALS  

 1. 
TQ.  What is the title of our American Constitution?

TA.  The Constitution of the United States of America.

BQ.  Identify three of the inadequacies of Congress under the Articles of Confederation in 1787?

BA   Congress, under the Articles of Confederation, written in 1776 and ratified in 1781:

a. had all rights of government, legislative, executive, and judicial in one branch;

b. was feared by many -- that a central government having great powers would be tyrannical, -- 

thus,  the Congress under the Confederation  was created, purposefully, weak;

c. that taxing power could only be recommended to the states;

d. could not service the safety of the people, or work out differences among and  within the thirteen united States; or aid the economy ( provide reliable money--bills backed by metal),

e. was difficult to amend.

2. TQ.  What impact did Shay's Rebellion have on the several new States?  

TA.  Shay's Rebellion, a military uprising against Massachusetts, opposed the state imposing taxes

 but provided no money to pay taxes; many were losing their homes; all the States were  threatened. 

BQ.  Give three facts of the Grand Convention: a. the time and place?;  b. the authority?  c.  who attended the Convention?

BA. The Grand Convention 

  a. was  held May through September, 1786, at the State House in Philadelphia, Penn; 

  b. was called to seek solutions endorsed by the current Congress; 

  c. sent invitations to delegates from all 13 States;  55 delegates from twelve states      attended.

TQ.   Who is called the Father of the Constitution?

TA.   James Madison.

BQ.  Why did people at large from the several states support such an unusual procedure as to attempt to "fix" the Articles of Confederation; what did James Madison have in mind? 

BA. James Madison believed that the Articles would have to be revised to give Congress power to protect the people.  People had extra ordinary faith in George Washington, and when they learned that Washington would be a delegate from Virginia, most agreed and went as invited.

TQ.    Where was the Constitution declared the highest law of the land?

TA.   The Constitution of the United States of America was proclaimed the Law of the Land in the Supremacy Clause of Article VI. 

BQ.  Who, beloved by all, presided over the Grand Convention?

BA.   George Washington. 

THE PREAMBLE

5.   
TQ.  Who wrote the Preamble to the Constitution?

  
TA.   Written by Gouv. Morris.

BQ.   Quote the Preamble to the new Constitution.

BA.   We the People of the united States, in order to form a more perfect Union, establish Justice, insure domestic Tranquility, provide for the common defence, promote the general Welfare, and secure the Blessings of Liberty to ourselves, and our posterity, do ordain and establish this Constitution for the united States of America.

TQ.   What is implied by "We the People"?

TA.   We the people are sovereign .


BQ.    Explain the fact that  We the People and the states are sovereign.


BA.  We the People, each and every man is born a free agent,  having no agency over any other 

man.  This is sustained in the Declaration,  a. " We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable rights, that among these are life, liberty, and the pursuit of Happiness."

b. The Declaration claimed sovereignty of the people and states, in  that  when any form of 
government becomes destructive of 'such' powers, it is the right of the people to alter or abolish it-- be, free and independent states.  They were no longer subjects to a king.

TQ.    How is the Constitution a Perpetual Union?  

TA. The Union is perpetual by right of origin;   The delegates further pledge on behalf of their respective states that these articles shall constitute a "perpetual union" (stated four times). 

( Articles of Confederation, Article #13.)

BQ.  What is meant by a 'more Perfect Union'?

BA. The Constitution was written to secure the Union and the liberties pronounced in the 

Declaration of Independence, thus it provided a more perfect Union, the constitution did not 

create the Union, but by making it 'more perfect,' preserved it from destruction.

8.        TQ.  What is meant by "equal Justice for all"?

TA.   Blackstone:  "Justice is the constant and perpetual disposition to render to every man his due." (virtue)

BQ.   How does the Constitution establish Justice?

BA..  The Constitution was written to provide the tools and means to provide equal justice;  George Washington assessed that  True justice for all could only be found in a creditable system having "weights and measures." Article I.8. Personal property is the basis of an honored system that provides personal security (life); personal liberty; and the right of private property, all creator-endowed rights..

9.         TQ. Explain the meaning of 'domestic Tranquility'.

TA.  Domestic tranquility is an adequately balanced government and people as found in limited powers and autonomous branches of government.

BQ.  What are the understandings of the Founding Fathers on domestic Tranquility?

BA.  John Adams:  The moment the idea is admitted into society that property is not as sacred as the laws of God...anarchy and tyranny commence.  Property must be secured or liberty cannot exist.
 The Declaration of Independence lists 27 injuries which created domestic tyranny and destruction; one example is as follows:  He (King George III) has erected a multitude of new offices, and sent hither swarms of officers to harass our people, and eat out their substance ...He has combined with others to subject us... imposing taxes on us without our consent.

10.         TQ.  What is implied in 'shall provide for a Common Defense'?

 TA.  The have the obligation and duty to each defend himself and the state militia has the obligation  to protect the people under attack, local insurrection or secession.

BQ.  What is Madison's intent on common defense?

BA.  Article I Section 8 gives Congress the power of all military defense.

James Madison:  "Government is instituted to protect property of every sort ... This being the end of government, that is NOT a just government, ... nor is property secure under it, where the property which a man has ...  is violated by arbitrary seizures of one class of citizens for the service of the rest."

BQ.  Give a brief summary of Samuel Adams' opinion of securing the liberty of the country.

BA.  Adams: "But neither the wisest constitution nor the wisest laws will secure the liberty and happiness of a people whose manners are universally corrupt.  He, there, is the truest friend of liberty of his country who tries most to promote its virtue, and who, so far as his power and influence extend, will not suffer a man to be chosen into any office of power and trust who is not a wise and virtuous man."

11.        TQ.  What is meant by "promote the General Welfare"?

TA.  To get and keep government as close to the people as possible (local and state government).


BQ  Recite the view of one Founding Father  that best fits 'promote the General Welfare'.

BA.  The Founders did not establish the Constitution for the purpose of granting rights (nor goods)

 Rather, they established this government of laws, not a government of men, in order to secure each

 person's Creator-endowed rights and ability to life, liberty, and property.

Blackstone: " ...Such among others are these principles: that we should live honestly, should hurt 

nobody, and should render to every one his due...".  Thou shalt not steal.

Thom. Jefferson:  "What has destroyed the liberty and the rights of man in every government 

which has ever existed under the sun? The generalizing and concentrating all cares and powers 

into one (federal) body... "

 John Adams:  "The accumulation of all powers, legislation,  executive, and judiciary, in 

the same hands, whether of one, a few or many ... that justly be pronounced the very definition of 

tyranny."

Thom. Jefferson:  "The true theory of our Constitution is surely the wisest and best ... When all 

government ... shall be drawn to Washington as the centre of all power, it will render powerless

 the checks provided of one government on another, and will become as ... oppressive as the 

government from which we separated."

12.         TQ.  What is the meaning of 'the Blessings of Liberty to ourselves, and our posterity'?

 TA. The Constitution and the laws to be enacted are as a Will, or Trust for the future, shall be to promote and maintain liberty, never to create indebtedness for the future children.

BQ.  Choose from the quotations below the one that best fits the meaning of the' blessings of Liberty.'  

BA. a.  The Constitution as written defends the whole people, their right to well-being; faring well as expected if men are secure from arbitrary taxes, free of intervention of tyrannical government and indiscretions: the people can prosper  in laboring in a free market, and approach the highest level of prosperity.  America prospered so, to became the greatest, strongest country in the world in a short time.

 1. Abraham Lincoln: "The love of liberty which God has planted in us constitutes the bulwark of our liberty and independence.  It is not our frowning battlements, our bristling seacoasts, our army, and our navy.  Our defense is in the spirit which prizes liberty as the heritage of all men, in all lands, everywhere.  Destroy the spirit and we have planted the seeds of despotism at our very doors."

 2. Under authority of the Declaration, the lien of King George was annulled by common 

consent, Representatives of the people pledged and ordained the regulatory structure of the Constitution for the People for the united whole; thus, being sovereign we choose to live in a republican government and better ourselves and our posterity through keeping the law.

.3.     A. Lincoln: "Love the land and live the law.”

 4.    George Washington:  Of all the dispositions and habits which lead to political prosperity,

 religion and morality are indispensable supports .... It is substantially true that virtue or morality

 is a necessary spring of popular government."

5. Samuel Adams:  We may look up to armies for our defense, but virtue is our best security. 

 It is not possible that any state should long remain free, where virtue is not supremely honored."

6. John Adams:  Virtue must underlay all institutional arrangements if they are to be healthy 

and strong. The principles of democracy are as easily destroyed as human nature is corrupted.

7. Alexis de Tocqueville, "America is great because she is good, and if America ever ceases 

to be good, America will cease to be great.

13.        TQ.  What is the basic value of the Preamble? . 

 
TA.   The Preamble is the test of validity for and of all legislation.

BQ.   What is the supreme test that makes the Constitution the "Constitution for the Ages"?

BA.   The six purposes set forth in the Preamble stand as a monitor and guide for any law being 

made or laws bring interpreted or enforce under common.  It is the test of validity of laws.
14.          TQ. What did William Gladstone say of the Constitution of the United States of America?

 TA.  It is "The most wonderful work ever struck off at a given time by the brain and purpose

   of  Man."

BQ.  Choose from James Madison or John Jay the intent in ordaining and establishing the Constitution.

BA. James Madison: the Constitution would serve for all time and people, if   "...the federal representatives govern and administer in harmony, prudently, and adhering to the Preamble,"
John Jay:  "Let virtue, honor, the love of liberty... be ... the soul of this constitution, and it will

 become the source of great and extensive happiness to this and future generations. Vice, 

 ignorance, and want of vigilance, will be the only enemies able to destroy it."

THE SEVEN ARTICLES OF THE CONSTITUTION

15. 
TQ.  How many articles were included in the original 1787 Constitution?


TA.  Seven.

BQ.  Name or define the seven Articles.

BA.   I.  Congress;  II. Executive;  III. Judicial,  IV. States Rights,  V.  Amendment 

       VI. General Provisions;  VII.  Ratification.

16.        TQ.  What did the first four Articles designate and differentiate:

TA.  The separation of powers.

BQ.  Explain the three essential powers and the powers of the States found in Articles  I through 4?

BA.  Article 1) The first Article represented a bicameral Congress with the exclusive power to legislate.

Article 2.  The Executive Branch had exclusive powers to administer and to protect the people of the nation. The office holds many appointive powers, when sustained by the Senate. 

Article 3.  The Judicial Branch held power to have a Supreme Court and inferior courts (State and local) as the Congress ordains.

Article 4.   States formerly had all powers, relinquished 18 of them to assure a strong federal government, but assured State sovereignty to maintain republican government, and military duty to protect the States and people from antagonists at home and abroad.

17.         TQ.  What were the empowerments of the three  final articles, 5 through 7?

 TA.  Articles V, VII were declarative statements, provisions for Amendment, Law, loyalty, and ratification 

BQ.  What were the ramifications of Articles V, VI and VII?

BA.  Article V filled the void in the Articles of Confederation in proscribing the method of amending the Constitution; Article VII was four general provisions pertaining to the name of the Constitution, to treaties; the Article VII means to confirmed Ratification of the Constitution..

ARTICLE I - SECTION 1 - CONGRESS ESTABLISHED.

18.        TQ.  Which branch in the Constitution is given legislative powers?

TA.  The branch of Congress, the House and the Senate.

BQ.  Quote Section 1 of Article I of the Constitution.

BA.  All legislative powers herein granted shall be vested in a Congress of the United Statas, which shall consist of a Senate and House of Representatives.. 

19.        TQ.  From whom did the Founding Fathers get the idea for the separation of powers in 

government?

TA.  From Charles de Montesquieu.

BQ.  Quote the commentary of Thomas Jefferson about the separation of powers, or the three powers of government?

BA.  Jefferson said, "If the three powers maintain their mutual independence of each other, the government may last long; but not so if either can assume the authorities of the other."

20.         TQ.   From whom did the Founding Fathers get the idea for  the separation of powers a bicameral,

                two bodies, of  Congress?

 TA.  From Charles de Montesquieu, a philosopher from France; also Locke.

 BQ.  What was the expectation of the second body (the Senate)?

 BA.  These men would be older more experienced men, presumably wiser; Senators would be guardians of property and States.

21.
TQ.  Identify the two bodies and their powers in the Congressional Branch?


TA.  The Senate and the House make up the Congress, having all Legislative Powers.

BQ.  Give at least three conditions of what does all legislative powers mean in I.1?

BA.   "All" refers to legislation in (a) only the limited powers granted, not "all possible",  (b) all legislation that conforms with the Preamble of the Constitution,  (c) legislation that would maintain a free and debt-free national government and (d) legislation that would maintain the sovereignty of the people and the States.

ARTICLE I - SECTION 2 - HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES

22.
TQ.   (I.2.1) What are the limitations and requirements for election of members of the House? 

TA.  A House term is for two years; House members are elected the people, also State legislatures.


BQ. Who were electors of that era and who are electors today?

BA. Electors of 1787 were Caucasian male, property owners, and were the guardians of the rights of the body of the populace.  Today, electors are any male or female, qualified to participate, age 18 or older.

23.
TQ   (I.2.2)  What were personal requirements for House of  Representatives candidates?

TA.   A House member must be 25 years of age or older, 7 years a  citizen of  and from the State in which he is to be chosen.

BQ.  (1.2.3)   What were uniform requirements for House representation, direct taxes, and census, then and today?

BA.  1. Representation and direct taxes were the same:  apportioned according to the census, taken every ten years, that included all free Caucasian males and 3/5 of other persons (slaves) but not untaxed Indians.  There was to be one representative for every 30,000 people in each State.

         2.   30,000 is obsolete.  In 1929 Congress fixed representation at 438 members in the House.   Representation is qualified by the percentages of population, not to exceed 438 members in the House. Today a House member represents an excess of 500,000 people.  States merit at least one Representative regardless of how small the population may be.  Additionally, the District of Columbia has one Representative. (There are no direct taxes assessed. Census is the same.)

24.
TQ. (I.2.5) Who has the responsibility of staffing officers for the House? 

TA. (I.2.5) The House of Representatives shall choose, its own, the Speaker and other Officers. 

BQ.   I.2.4) What is the method of filling House vacancies?

BA.  When vacancies occur, death, retirement, resignation, etc., the governor of the State from which the member is retiring, must call an election to fill the vacated seat.  The new House member will serve to the end of the term of the member so vacating.

25.        
TQ.  To whom is the sole power of impeachment given? 

TA.  The House of Representatives.

BQ.  Whom do the members of the House of Representatives represent?

BA.  Members of the House represent the general populace, the inhabitants of the State from which each are elected.

26.          TQ.  What is the term for the members of the House of Representatives?

TA.   Two years.

BQ.   Recite or appraise a part (//) applicable from the Federalist Paper No. 17 regarding the House of Representatives.

BA.   Federalist Paper No. 17: "The House of Representatives, is which the people of the Union are proportionally represented, are to be biennially elected by them.  //  Those appointments are sufficiently short to render the member as dependent as he ought to be upon his constituents.

`
They are the moving-spring of the system.  //  With them all grants of money are to originate: on them depend the wars we shall be engaged in, the fleets and armies we shall raise and support, the salaries we shall pay; in short, on them depend the appropriations of money, and consequently all the arrangements of government.  //  With this powerful influence of the purse, they will be always able to restrain the usurpations of the other departments, which their own licentiousness will, in its turn, be checked."

ARTICLE I - SECTION 3 - SENATE

27.
TQ.  How many senators may each State have and what were they organized to represent?

TA.  Two Senators from every State provide equal suffrage for the States, to represent the States.

BQ   Quote or assess Federalist Paper No. 17 regarding the Senate.

BA. From Federalist Paper No. 17:  "By constructing the Senate upon relative principles, we have removed, as will be shown upon other occasion, all danger of an aristocratic influence; // while, by electing the members for six years, we hope we have given to this part of the system all the advantage of an aristocracy--wisdom, experience, and a consistency of measures."

28.     
TQ.  What is the term for the Senator?

TA.  Six years.

BQ.  Who (Constitution 1787) was to choose the Senators and why?

BA.  The States are the guardian of the Constitution and the Senators were the States' representatives to guard the rights of the States.  The State Legislature was given authority 

to choose the Senators to be voice of the Senate.(See Am. 17.)

29.         TQ. How many votes may a Senator have?

TA. One vote.

BQ.  How and why was appropriate rotation provided for in the Senate?

BA. The rotation of the Senators and their terms enabled the Senate to always have at least one third of the body seasoned and knowledgeable as to past and current affairs and events.

30.  
TQ.  What are the personal qualifications for senatorial candidates?

TA.  A candidate must be age 30 years or older, a citizen in the United States for at least nine years, and be from the State from which she/he is to be elected.


BQ.  How was the Senate election ruling and vacancy ruling changed?

BA.  Amendment 17 ruled a) election of Senators from the vote of the State Legislature to popular vote of the people (making them subject to the people rather than to the Legislature. 

b) The Governor of each State may call for an election to fill a vacancy; if the legislature of the State empowers the executive to make a temporary appointment until election, he may do so.

31.
TQ.  Who chooses the officers of the Senate?

TA.  The Senate will choose their officers, and also a President pro-tempore.  In the absence of the Vice President, the President pro-tempore participates as president of the Senate.

BQ.  Name some (6) of the Senate officers?

BA.  Committee Chairmen, Floor Leaders, Party Whips, Secretary of the Senate, Sergeant at Arms, Secretaries, Chaplain, Parliamentarian, Pages, and others.

32.  
TQ. What is the first check on the Senate?

TA.  The Vice President is President of the Senate having no vote except there be a tie vote in the Senate.

BQ. How did the law provide for an appropriate rotation in the Senate, initially?

BA.  The Senate was divided into three classes.  The first class should vacated their terms after a two year term; the second class terms expired at the fourth year; the third class terms expired at the sixth year; thus, a new group of Senators were/are elected every two years, having six-year terms.

33. TQ. Who has sole power to try impeachment and under what condition?

TA.  The Senate has sole Power to try impeachment. All must be under Oath or affirmation.

BQ.  What is the special requirement when sitting for impeachment of the President; how many senators must be in attendance for conviction of impeachment?

BA.  The Chief Justice shall preside when the President of the United States is tried.  No person can be impeached without the agreement of two-thirds of a quorum, one-half of the Senate, of the members of the Senate present.

34.        TQ. What is the two-fold purpose of impeachment?

TA.  a.  The threat of impeachment is to encourage presiding officials to perform appropriately; 

b.  It is a method of discharging disreputable officers.

BQ.  What is the means of judgment for cases of impeachment?

BA.  Persons found guilty from a case of impeachment may be removed from office and never to 

hold a government office again.  The charged Party may be indicted, tried and punishment  

declared by the regular court.

ARTICLE I  SECTION 4 - ELECTIONS, ASSEMBLING AND REGULATIONS

35.        TQ.  What are the regulations of election for both House and Senate?

TA.  State Legislatures set times, etc, for elections of congressional candidates, but they may not alter the places of choosing Senators.

BQ.  What is the requirement of Congress assembling; when does  its term begin, currently?

BA.  The Congress must assemble once in every Year.  The formerly the date was December, changed to January 3 by Am. 22.  The congressional term begins the 3rd day of January at noon.

ARTICLE I  SECTION 5 - DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF CONGRESS

36. 
TQ.  What are the Rules of Proceedings? 



TA.  Each  house decides its own Rules of Proceedings to punish disorderly behavior; if necessary a member can be expelled with 2/3 vote.


BQ.  How is order provided in the Congress?

BA.  Each house is Judge of its particular Elections, Returns, and the qualifications of the members.  There must be a Majority in attendance (a quorum) to do business.  Each house is required to compel absentee members to attend and fix penalty and penalize delinquent members.

37.
TQ.  What are the rules for adjournment?

TA.  (Providing trustworthy action,) there must be agreement of both houses must be had to adjourn to another place, or for more than three days.

BQ.  (I.5.3) What is the ruling pertaining to keeping a Journal?

BA.  Each House shall keep a Journal of its Proceedings, and publish it, except secret matters.  The votes of the members of either House on any question shall, by the vote of one fifth of those Present, be entered on the Journal. 

ARTICLE I  SECTION 6   COMPENSATION AND IMMUNITY (MEMORIZE ALL)

38.        TQ.  (I.6.1)  How are congressmen compensated for services?

TA.  Congressmen shall receive a Compensation for their Service, paid out of the Treasury of

 the United States.

BQ. How are Congressmen protected? MEMORIZE ALL

BA.  Congressmen are immune from arrest, during the service in Congress and in going to and returning from the same; and for any speech or debate in either House, they shall not be questioned in any other place.  Each is free to perform duties without fear.

39.        TQ.  What does Congressional immunity not cover? MEMORIZE ALL 

TA    Immunity does not cover treason, felony or breach of the peace.

BQ.  What are limitations for congressional appointments within the government and of one receiving benefits from his own legislation?

BA. (I.6.2) A member of either house may not hold any other office in other branches of government concurrent with Legislative appointment.  Neither may a house member receive emoluments (money) for his own making.

ARTICLE I  SECTION 7  PROCEDURES FOR BILLS MEMORIZE ALL

40.        TQ. What is required in I. Section 7 pertaining to bills for Revenue? MEMORIZE ALL

TA.  (I.7.1) All Bills for raising Revenue shall originate in the House of Representative; but the Senate may propose or concur with amendments as on other bills.

BQ.  What is the first requirement for a Bill to become Law? MEMORIZE ALL

BA.  Every Bill shall first have passed both houses of Congress before it can be a Law.

41.        TQ.  To whom and why must every revenue bill be directed after passing Congress?

TA.  Every bill must be presented to the President of the United States.  The President is a check on the Congress.


BQ.  Explain what happens, if a President does sign a bill or does not sign a bill. MEMORIZE ALL

BA.  If the President signs the bill it becomes a law; if he does not sign it, vetoed, he shall return it with his objections to that House from which it originated.  If the Congress does nothing, it dies. 

If 2/3 of the House that started the bill passes it a second time, the bill goes to the second body of Congress; if they pass it also, it becomes law.

42.        TQ.  What is required when Congress is overriding a veto? MEMORIZE ALL

TA.  The votes of both houses shall be determined by yeas and nays and the names of the persons voting shall be entered by his vote on the journal of each House, respectively.

BQ.  When can a bill become a bill without the signature of the President or consideration of Congress?

BA.  a) If the bill is not returned to Congress after ten days, and not signed, it shall be a Law as if he had signed it.  b.) If, however, Congress adjourns and prevents the return of the bill, it shall not be a Law.

43.         TQ.  What is the value of bills being required to pass both houses before going to the President?

 TA. Each house acts as a check and restraint upon the other, diminishing chances of inordinate option.

BQ.  Give the complete tracking of a bill when the President receives it. MEMORIZE ALL

BA.  The President may 1) promptly sign it; whereas it becomes Law; 2) hold it without taking action, it becomes Law; 3) if the bill is held ten days and Legislature adjourns, the bill dies (known as a "pocket veto"); 4) veto the bill indicating his objects; 5) Congress may ignore it and let it die; 6) with a 2/3 vote of both house, Congress may override the President's veto.

44.        TQ.  What is the course of other Orders, Resolutions and Votes of the Senate and House?

TA.  All Orders, Resolutions and Vote are also presented to the President.
BQ.  Explain ONE part or more, what the Congress cannot do in legislating law.

BA. a. The people cannot delegate to government the power to do anything which would be unlawful for them to do themselves //

        b.  The legislature ... is not, nor can possibly be absolutely arbitrary over the lives and fortune of the people.  For it being but the joint power of every member of the society given up to that person or assembly which is legislator, it can no more than those persons had in a state of Nature before they entered into society, and gave it up to the community.  For nobody can transfer to another more power than he has in himself, and nobody has an absolute arbitrary power over himself, or over any other, to destroy his own life, or take away the life or property of another."//

      c. The legislature cannot transfer the power of making laws to any other hands, neither above nor below. The power of legislation being a delegated power from the people, they who have it cannot pass it over to others. The people alone can appoint the form of the commonwealth, which is by constituting the legislative, and appointing in whose hands that shall be.  And when the people have said, 'We will submit, and be governed by laws made by such men, and in such forms' nobody else can say other men shall make laws for them, nor can they be found by any laws but such as are enacted by those whom they have chosen and authorized to make laws for them. //

     d.  The law must not be used to destroy equality and justice as it has in the past. Fredric Bastiat once described how it was done. "...Law.... has acted in direct opposition to its own purpose.  The law has been used to destroy its own objective; it has been applied to annihilating the justice that it was supposed to maintain; to limiting and destroying rights which its real purpose was to respect.  The law has placed the collective force at the disposal of the unscrupulous ones who wish, without risk, to exploit the person, liberty and property of others.  It has converted plunder into right, in order to protect plunder. And it has converted lawful defense into a crime, in order to punish lawful defense (from The Law). //

ARTICLE I  SECTION 8   EXCEPTIONAL POWERS GIVEN CONGRESS MEMORIZE ALL

45.        TQ.  What is unique about Section 8 of Article I?

TA.  Section 8 is the powers section, the powers that We, the people granted to Congress.  

BQ.  Just eleven years after the Articles of Confederation what did the Founding Fathers see that needed to be done?

BA.  In order to keep the union government from being tyrannical, many powers were denied them in the Articles of Confederation;   they had listed the powers that the national congress must have to carry  economic and peaceful procedures in government, thus, in 1786, in dealing  with the powers, the Founders incorporated necessary checks and balances so that if these powers were abused, there would peaceful recourse available to protect the States and the people.  

46.        TQ.  What were the five types of powers given Congress? MEMORIZE ALL

TA.  Financial, regulatory, military, jurisdiction, territorial-legislation.


BQ.  What are the only two financial powers given Congress?

BA.   1) To lay and collect taxes, pay debts, provide for common defense and general welfare, uniformly.  2) To borrow money on credit of the United States.

47.        TQ. What is unique in these powers given Congress?

TA. Regulations and taxes must be uniform, the same for each person and State.

BQ. Identify the four taxes the federal government was allowed to collect. MEMORIZE ALL

BA. Direct Taxes, Capitation, throughout the States; Duties, on foreign products entering ports of the States; Imposts, foreign products mailed into the States; Excise, on products seen as excess (liquor, tobacco, drugs, etc.).

48.        TQ.  Define indirect taxes.

TA. Indirect taxes are on things or product.  This tax is easy to collect as the tax can be passed on to the purchaser, never affecting the maker, thus it is indirect taxation.

MEMORIZE ALL
BQ.  What are direct taxes?

BA. Direct taxes shall be apportioned among the several states...according to their respective numbers. Direct taxes are on people, per person and are difficult to collect.  This was regulated through the States as the States had records through which the federal government must go to collect direct taxes.  In the four times collection was attempted, collection of direct taxes failed.

2) Article I, Section 9 reads:  No capitation (a tax on every person) or other direct tax shall be laid except in proportion to the census or other enumeration herein before directed to be taken."

49.        TQ. What regulatory powers are given to Congress?

TA.  Regulations imposed by Congress to allow the flow of commerce, banking, money, post offices, roads, copyrights and tribunals.

MEMORIZE ALL

BQ.  Identify the area of the only seven regulatory powers given Congress (3 through 9)?

BA.  3.  To regulate commerce with foreign nations, states and Indians.

         4.  To establish naturalization and bankruptcy rules uniformly.

         5. To coin money; regulate; fix standard of weights, measures.

         6. To provide punishment for counterfeiting securities, coin, etc.

         7. To promote progress of science and the arts through exclusive copyrights and patents...

         8. To establish post-offices; post roads.


         9. To constitute tribunals (courts) inferior to the Supreme Court.

50.        TQ.  What do the military powers pertain to? MEMORIZE ALL

TA.  Military powers pertain to piracies, war, armies, navies appropriations, regulate militia.

MEMORIZE ALL

BQ.  What are the seven military powers given to Congress (10 through 16):

BA. 10. To define and punish piracies and felonies on high seas.

        11. To declare war, grant letters of marque and reprisal.

        12. To raise and support armies; appropriations for two years.

        13. To provide and maintain a navy.

        14. To make rules for government regulations of armed forces.

        15. To provide for calling forth militia to execute laws of the Union.

        16. To provide for organizing, arming, disciplining the militia and matters pertaining to them.

51.        TQ.  What is the territorial jurisdiction power given Congress?

TA.  Power No. 17. Congress exercises exclusive legislation of districts and military places.

BQ.   What was the general power given Congress?

BA.  Power No. 18.  The general power given Congress was what Madison called the 18th power, the "necessary and proper" power to pass laws to implement the foregoing 1 through 17 powers.

52.        TQ.  To what did "common defense" refer?

TA.  The common defense referred to financing actual war and a militia for peacetime.

BQ.  What did general welfare mean, according to the Founding Fathers?

BA.  Providing a creditable currency, to provide solvency in an economic free climate, providing a republican government in which free enterprise could move forward for everyone, and all uniformly and the well-being of the whole.

53.  
TQ.  In what way could the government be stable in times of a lean pocketbook?


TA.  I.8.2  Congress had the power to borrow on the credit of the United States.


BQ.  Over whom was Congress given power to regulate Commerce?

BA.  I.8.3  Congress has power to regulate Commerce with foreign nations, and among the several States, and with the Indian Tribes. [Commerce powers were interpreted as transactions for business profit (not drugs) among foreign nations, the several States, or with the Indian Tribes, regulations to be exclusive with the federal government.]

54.         TQ. How were powers for naturalization and bankruptcy to be administered?

TA.  I.8.4  All rules were to be uniform in all States pertaining to naturalization and bankruptcies. Naturalization pertain to all aliens from foreign countries.

BQ.  What sole powers were given Congress respecting money; what is the basic unit?

BA.  I.8.5  Congress had exclusive power to coin money, regulate the value of it and of foreign Coin, and to fix the Standard of Weights and Measures. The basic unit was a dollar weight of silver.

55.         TQ.  What was the Congressional power to insure proper communication?



TA.  I.8.7 To establish Post Offices and post Roads.

BQ.  What was the power pertaining to counterfeiting?

BA.  I.8.6  Congress has power to provide for the punishment of counterfeiting the securities

 and current coin of the United States.

56.         TQ.  What power was given Congress to establish inferior courts:

TA.  I.8.9   Congress has power to constitute Tribunals inferior to the Supreme Court, to arrange all the lower courts.

BQ.  What power was given Congress to promote science and arts:

BA.  I.8.8  Congress has power to  promote science and useful Arts, by securing for limited times to authors and inventors the exclusive right to their respective writings and discoveries. Congress issues copyrights.   

57.         TQ.  What power of Congress pertains to matters of the high seas?

TA. I.8.10  Congress defines and punishes piracies and felonies committed on the high seas and offenses against the Law of Nations.

BQ.  What powers are given Congress pertaining to war?

BA.  I.8.11  Only Congress has power to declare War, grant Letters of Marque and Reprisal, and make rules concerning captures on land and water!

58.         TQ.  What power is given Congress to raise an army, a navy, and make Rules for regulation?

TA.  I.8.12. 13, 14  Congress may raise an army, a navy, and support armies, but no appropriation of money for military use shall be for a longer term than two years.  Congress may provide and maintain a Navy and make rules for the Government and regulation of the land and naval forces.

BQ.  Explain at least one power given to Congress over the Militia and organizing and administering organization?

BA.  I.8.l5.16  1. Congress provides for calling forth the Militia to execute the Laws of the Union, suppress insurrection and repel invasions.

2. Congress provided for organizing, arming, and disciplining the Militia, and for governing whatever part as many be employed in the service of the United States.  The States may appoint the officers and has the authority of training the Militia according to the discipline prescribed by Congress.  

3. The Militia of each State should provide protection, therein.

59.        TQ.  What power is given Congress to implement the 17 explicit powers?

TA.  I.8.18  To make all Laws which shall be necessary and proper for carrying into execution the foregoing powers, and all other powers vested by this Constitution in the Government of the United States, or in any Department or Officer thereof.

BQ.  What general power was given Congress over property?

BA.  1.8.18.  Congress has jurisdiction to exercise exclusive Legislation in all cases whatsoever, over such District (not exceeding ten Miles square) as may, by cession of particular States, and the acceptance of Congress, become the Seat of the Government of the United States, and to exercise like Authority over all Places purchased by the consent of the Legislature of the State in which the Same shall be, for the erection of Forts, Magazines, Arsenals, dock-yards, and other needful buildings.  

ARTICLE I  SECTION 9  RESTRAINTS ON CONGRESS MEMORIZE ALL
60.        TQ. What was the first restraint on Congress?

TA.  Congress was forbidden to stop importation of slaves until 1808.  

BQ.  Explain the three points of the Writ of Habeas Corpus as it pertains to Congress.

BA.  I.9.2   A Writ of Habeas Corpus 

a. is a call to bring forth a body to court, to allow the person a trial and not be forced to languish in prison, unknown.  A person must be brought to justice [court]. 

b.  can not be ignored, or done away with. 

c.  privilege  cannot be suspended unless there is rebellion or invasion in the land, and then only if required to protect the public safety.

61.        TQ.  What two restrictions pertain to Bill of Attainder and ex post facto law?

TA.  I.9.3 No Bill of Attainder (denial of due process) or ex post facto Law (to punish before the Law is enacted) shall be passed.


BQ.  What three criteria identify an ex post facto law?

BA.  I.9.4   Such a law must conform to three criteria:  1) be a criminal law, 2) be applied to an act committed prior to enactment, and 3) be detrimental to the accused.

62.        TQ. What is the repeated restraint pertaining to direct taxes?

TA.  I.9.4  Congress may not pass a  Capitation or other direct tax except it be uniform in proportion to the census.

BQ.  Give an example of a direct tax enumerated in the Constitution.

BA.  A Capitation, or head tax, is a direct tax as is made on a person, on property, stock of all kinds.  It is hard to collect.

63.        TQ.  What is the restraint upon Congress pertaining to items produced in the States?

TA.  To tax or duty shall be laid on Articles exported from any State nor State to State.

BQ.  I.9.6  What restraints were placed on Congress pertaining to ports?

BA.  No preference can be given by any regulation of Commerce or revenue to the ports of one State over those of another; nor may ships bound to, or from, one State, be obliged to enter, clear, or pay duties in another.

64.        TQ.  How is Congress restrained in the Treasury?

TA.  I.9.7  No money may be withdrawn from the Treasury, except by appropriation made by Law. A regular statement and account of receipts and expenditures of public Money shall be published from time to time.

BQ.  What is the express status restraint upon Congress?

BA.  I.9.8 No title of Nobility may be granted by the United States: No person holding any office or trust may, without the Consent of the Congress, accept of any present, Emolument, Office, or Title, of any kind whatever, from any King, Prince, or Foreign State.

ARTICLE I  SECTION 10    RESTRAINTS UPON THE STATES MEMORIZE ALL

65.        TQ. How many paragraphs of restraints are listed in Section 10, restraints upon the States?

TA.  Three.

BQ.  I.10.1 What is the first order of limitations in Section 9?

BA.  The Migration or Importation of such Persons (slaves) as any of the States now existing shall think proper to admit, shall not be prohibited by the Congress prior to the  Year 1808  but a Tax or duty may be imposed on such importation,  (direct tax),  not exceeding ten dollars for each Person.

66.        TQ.  What is apparent in the restraints upon the States?

TA.  States may not exceed the powers given to Congress.

BQ.  What is the restraint in Paragraph 2 of Section 10?

BA.  I.10.2 No State shall, without the Consent of the Congress lay any Imposts or Duties on Imports or Exports, except what may be absolutely necessary for executing it's inspection Laws and the net Produce of all Duties and Imposts, laid by any State on Imports or exports, shall be for the use of the Treasury of the United States; and all such Laws shall be subject to the Revision and Control of the Congress.  

67.         TQ.  What is the restriction, without the consent of Congress, found in Section 10.3?

TA.  States may not retain troops, engage with foreign powers or engage in war, unless invaded.

BQ.  Give the restraints on States found in I.10.3?

BA.   I.10.3 No State shall, without the Consent of Congress, lay any Duty of Tonnage, keep Troops, or Ships of War in time of Peace, enter into any Agreement or Compact with another State, or with a foreign Power, or engage in War, unless actually invaded, or in such imminent Danger as will not admit of delay.

ARTICLE II  SECTION 1, THE EXECUTIVE POWER

68.        TQ.  Give an outline of the four Sections of Article II.

TA.  The Executive Branch - President of the United States (Vice President)

Section 1 - Appointment - Requirements - Limitations - Election - Restraint

Section 2 - Powers of the President

Section 3 - Responsibilities of the President

Section 4 - Impeachment of the President

BQ.  How is the executive Power vested? Give a summary.

BA.  II.1.1 The executive Power is vested in a President of the United States of America.  He holds his Office during a term of four years, and together with the Vice President, chosen for the same term, is elected according to rules.

69.        TQ.  What are the rules governing Electors (college) of the President?

TA.  II.1.2 Each State will appoint Electors, equal to the number of Senators and Representatives of the State Congress. No member of Congress or holding any office of trust or profit under the United States may be appointed as an Elector.  The Electors are appointed a new for each election by a responsible committee.

BQ.  What was the original provision for Executive ballot and explain the change?

BA.  II.1.3  [The President and the Vice President were to be elected on the same ballot, the candidate receiving the most votes could be President, the one with least votes to be Vice President.]  Am. 12 provided that the Executive candidates be placed on separate ballots, with the office, President or Vice President, clearly indicated.

70.        TQ. II.1.4 What are the personal requirements for both the President and Vice President?

TA.  Each must be a natural born citizen of the United States, be at least 35 years of age, and 

 must have been living in the United States for 14 years.


BQ.  II.1.5 What are the provisions for removing the President?

BA.  When the President is removed from office, the Vice President will take the office.  Congress may by law provide for the case of removal.  [See Amendment 25. It is considered proper, in the past, that in the disability of the Vice-President that the office is filled by Speaker of the House, next in line is the president pro tempore of the Senate, next the officers in seniority.]

71.        TQ.  How is the President compensated for services?

TA.  II.1.7 The President receives for his Services, a compensation which cannot be increased nor diminished during the period for which he shall have been elected.  He cannot receive within that period any other pay from the United States, or any of them.

BQ.  What is the oath of Office for the President?

BA.  The Oath or Affirmation:  "I do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will faithfully execute the Office of President of the United States, and will to the best of my Ability, preserve, protect and defend the Constitution of the United States."

ARTICLE II  SECTION 2  POWERS OF THE OFFICE OF THE PRESIDENT MEMORIZE ALL

72.  
TQ.  What are the President's pardoning powers?

TA.  II.2.2 The president has power to grant reprieves and pardons for offenses against the United States, but not impeachment.


BQ.  What are military powers of the Office of the President.

BA. II.2.1 The President is Commander in Chief of the Army and Navy of the United States, and of the Militia of the several States, when called into the actual Service of the United States.  He may require the written opinion, of the principal officer in each of the executive departments, upon any subject relating to the duties of their respective offices.

72.        TQ.  What diplomatic power is given the President pertaining to treaties?

TA.  II.2.2   With the advice and 2/3 consent of the Senate, the President may make treaties.


BQ.  What is the power of the President pertaining to appointments?

BA.  II.2.3   With the advise and consent of the Senate, the President nominates and appoints Ambassadors, other public Ministers and Consuls, Judges of the supreme Court, and all other Officers of the United States, whose Appointments are not herein otherwise provided for, and which shall be established by Law. The Congress vests the power of appointment in the President alone, in the Courts of Law, or in the Heads of Departments for inferior officers.

73.        TQ.  What temporary power in appointments is given the President?

TA. II.2.3 When the Senate is in recess; the President has power to make temporary appointments to fill any vacancy.

BQ.  What are two ways that the President recognizes foreign nations?

BA.  The President alone holds the power of diplomatic recognition with foreign nations.  The two ways:  1) is recognition of a foreign country exercising power and control within its own borders, but not necessarily of an honorable type; 2) is recognition of the power and control in a true and lawful government according to a constitution.

74.        TQ.  What is a treaty and what is the validity of a treaty?

TA.  A treaty is a reciprocal agreement among/between nation on mutual interests, and it is valid as long as it applies to the welfare and interest of the nation.

BQ.  What is the procedure for treaties?

BA.  The president negotiates and promulgates (makes the terms public).  The Senate must approve by 2/3 vote.  A treaty not fully promulgated is not valid.

ARTICLE II  SECTION 3  STATE OF THE UNION AND OTHER RESPONSIBILITIES MEMORIZE 
75.        TQ.  What is the purpose of the State of the Union announcement?

TA.  The State of the Union is to inform the nation of the position the nation is holding, and what the intent of the President is to supporting the Constitution.

BQ.  What are the requirements of the President?

BA.  The President will give the State of the Union message and recommend to their Consideration such Measures as he shall judge necessary and expedient.  The President may, on extraordinary occasion, convene both Houses, or either of them (if they do not agree) with respect to the time of adjournment, he may adjourn them to such time as he shall be shall think proper.

76.        TQ.   Whose is the duty to see that the law is executed under the Constitution?  Why?

TA.  The President of the United States; his is the final voice.

BQ.  Who receives ambassadors from foreign nations:  Why?

BA.  The President of the United States; He is the only one person representing the United States with foreign entities, that no misrepresentation be made.

ARTICLE II SECTION 4 IMPEACHMENT MEMORIZE ALL

77.
TQ.  What is the rule of Impeachment for the Executive and other Officers?

TA.  The President, Vice President and all civil Officers of the United States, shall be removed from office on impeachment for, conviction of treason, bribery, or other high crimes and misdemeanors.

BQ.  Who has power of impeachment over all federal officers?

BA   The sole power for impeachment is brought by the House of Representatives 1.2.5; the Senate has sole power to convict and remove traitors from office I.3.7; The Court metes punishment for treason III.2.3. A Grand Jury in any precinct may charge local officers with treason.

78.       TQ.  Give an outline of Article III.

       TA.  The Judiciary


Section 1 - Appointment of the Judiciary

BQ.  How is the judicial power of the United States vested?

BA.  The judicial Power of the United States is vested in one Supreme Court, and in inferior Courts as the Congress may from time to time ordain and establish. 

76. 
TQ.  For how long may the judges hold office and receive compensation for services?

TA. The Judges, both of the supreme and inferior courts, hold their offices during good behavior, and receive for their services a compensation which shall not be diminished holding office.

BQ.  What was the original intent for the supreme Court" 

BA.  A Supreme Court was needed to handle cases and, treaties under the Constitution, to deal with foreign nations, and to deal with cases between States.

ARTICLE III SECTION 2   JUDICIAL POWER AND DUTIES

77. 
TQ.  What is the judicial power in all Cases under the Constitution?

TA.  III.2.1 The judicial Power shall extend to all Cases, in Law and Equity, arising under this Constitution, the Laws of the United States, and Treaties made, or which shall be made, under their authority.

BQ.  Relate four of the five specific judicial authorizations of the Supreme Court?

BA. III.2.1 The specific authority is:

a. to all Cases affecting Ambassadors, other public Ministers and Consuls;

b. to all Cases of admiralty and maritime Jurisdiction;

c. to Controversies to which the United States shall be a Party;

d. to and between Citizens of different States;

e. to and between Citizens of the same State claiming Lands under Grants of different States, and between a State and Citizens, thereof. 

78.          TQ. List the four types of law covered in Supreme Court jurisdiction.

TA.  1. Common law: criminal law and civil suits in equity; as codified anciently by Alfred the Great. 2. Treaties made or shall be made;

 3. …Admiralty (high seas or navigable waters; and 

        4. …Maritime: land cases related to water-docks.


BQ.  How did Amendment 11 affect jurisdiction pertaining to States?

BA.  Amendment 11 denied suit between a) a State and Citizens of other State, and a State and foreign States, Citizens of Subjects.

79.        TQ.  What is the provision of jurisdiction of the Supreme Court?

TA.  Original and Appellate (appealing from States) jurisdiction.

BQ.  Give the explanation of original jurisdiction.

BA.  Original jurisdiction:  In all Cases affecting Ambassadors, other public Ministers and Consuls, and those in which a 'State shall be Party, the supreme Court shall original have (immediate access) Jurisdiction.

80.        TQ.  Explain appellate jurisdiction.

TA.  Appellate Jurisdiction: Appellate means appealed; cases are those appealed from lower courts.

BQ.  What is Clause 2 "... appellate jurisdiction... called or referred to in Article III.2.2?

BA   Clause 2 is often referred to as the "judicial power clause" or judicial review. [Therefore Judicial review is appellate jurisdiction, which is appealed jurisdiction.]

81.        TQ.  What is the guarantee of trial by jury?

TA.  Article III.2.3 guarantees trial by jury.  [A jury under common law has the power to determine the facts of the case and also the authority to determine the law.]

BQ.  What are the restrictions pertaining to the Trial of all Crimes except Impeachment?

BA.  III.2.3 The trial of all crimes shall be by Jury and such Trial shall be held in the State where the said Crimes shall have been committed; but when not committed within any State, the Trial shall be, at such place or places as Congress directs by law.

ARTICLE III  SECTION 3   TREASON

82.        TQ.  What is the definition of treason? [Treason is the only crime defined in the Constitution.]

TA.  Two offenses are recognized:  a.  an act of warring against the country and b. giving aid to the enemy. [Treason may be committed by Citizen or alien. Two or more persons must give testimony of the same act or the accused must confess in open court of his crime, for conviction.]

BQ.  What is the provision for punishment of Treason?

BA.  The Congress has power to declare the Punishment of Treason, but neither the family nor the property of the accused may be hurt or taken. [Death is the maximum punishment for Treason, however, imprisonment and fine and loss of any right to hold office under the United States is the usual consideration.]

ARTICLE IV  SECTION 1   RIGHTS OF THE STATES

83.        TQ. From Article IV Rights of the States and People, give the four categories.

TA.           Section 1 - States' Rights

   Section 2 - Rights of Citizens of States

   Section 3 - New States' Rights

   Section 4 - Guarantee of Republican form of Government

BQ.  How are State’s records assured credibility?

BA   IV.1.1 In every State, full faith and credit is given to the public Acts, Records, and judicial Proceedings of every other State.  The Congress may prescribe the manner in which such acts, Records and Proceedings shall be proved, and the Effect thereof, by law.  

    [All State's public documents and lawful decisions stand viable before the courts in all States 

and  the world.]

ARTICLE IV  SECTION 2    RIGHTS OF CITIZENS OF STATES

84.        TQ.  What does the word Citizen refer to in the Constitution?

TA.  III.2.1 The word Citizen pertains to an inhabitant of the State; it cannot pertain to corporations in the Constitution. (Capitalized Citizen refers to a Citizen of a State, while not capitalized citizen refers to a citizen of the United States.) (Equates as a subject.)

BQ.  What is the assurance of Rights of Citizens?

BA.  [The responsibility of the State is to insure the sovereignty of the people.]  The Citizens of each State shall be entitled to all Privileges and Immunities of Citizens in the several States.  [Inhabitants or Citizens (living people or persons) of each State retain their sovereign rights in any State they visit or abide.]

85.        TQ.  Explain the obsolescence of Article IV.2.3.

TA.  IV.2.3 Slaves had to be returned to their owners.  Am. 13, in the abolition of slavery, made this clause obsolete.

BQ.  How is safety assured matters of extradition,  from fleeing traitors and criminals; or requirements in extradition?

BA.  IV.2.2   a, A person charged in any State with treason, felony, or other crime, who flees from justice and is found in another State, shall be delivered to the State from which he fled, upon demand of the executive authority of the State from which he fled.

b. [Requirements in extradition are:  Treason in this instance is treason against a State.  

A governor is responsible for the security of his citizens; it is accepted by the Courts as discretionary power whether or not he shall return the fugitive, if such is deemed to be unwise.]

ARTICLE IV  SECTION 3  RIGHTS OF NEW AND OLD STATES    MEMORIZE ALL

86.        TQ.  What is the original Founding Fathers opinion in the process of making a new state?

TA.  Sherman: "The Union cannot dismember a State without its consent."

BQ.  What were the three requirements for admitting a new State?

BA.  New States a.   may be admitted by the Congress into the Union. b.   No new State shall be formed or erected within the jurisdiction of ant other State. c.   No State may be formed by the junction of two or more States, or parts of States, without the consent of the legislatures of the States concerned as well as of the Congress.

87.        TQ.  Why were the States given and assured a Republican Government?

TA.  The Founding Fathers believed that a Republican Government was the best form of government possible and the safest.

BQ.  Recite the a. guarantee or b. assurance given the States for a Republican Government 

and protection?

BA.  IV.4.1 a. The United States shall a. guarantee to every State in this Union a Republican form of Government, and shall protect each of them against Invasion.  In matters of domestic violence, help is given through the appeal of the Legislature; when the Legislature cannot be convened, the governor shall call. 


b. Additionally, the States had given up much power to form the Union.  In this clause, the States are assured that inasmuch as, they cannot have military might, they must be assured that they will be protected by the national government.

ARTICLE V  - THE AMENDMENT PROCESS MEMORIZE 
88.        TQ.  What is the purpose of Article V?

TA.  The purpose is to provide for Amendment process for amending the Constitution, should one ever be needed. This was a major issue with the Articles, which needed amending.

BQ.  Give the requirement of the two processes of Amendment of the Constitution:?

BA.  The process can be had in two ways:  1.  The Congress, with two-thirds vote of both Houses in Congress, shall propose an Amendment to this Constitution, or, 2. the Legislatures of two-thirds of the several States, may call a Convention for proposing Amendment. [Either shall be valid to all intents and purposes, as part of the Constitution, when ratified by the Legislatures of three-fours of the several States, or by Conventions in three-fourths of the States, thereof.]

89.        TQ. What is the usual way of amending the Constitution?

TA. The Congress may initiate action by 2/3 vote of both houses; ratification is by 3/4 of the State Legislatures or Conventions. (This has been the rule of procedure to this time.)

BQ.  What three laws were forbidden to amend?

BA.  Slave trafficking could not be amended until 1808 found in 1.9.1 Reconfirmed is No Capitation, or other direct tax shall be laid, except in proportion to the census found in I.9.4. Also reconfirmed is that No amendment could deny the State's right of equal suffrage, found in I.3.1. [Lost in Am. 17.]

ARTICLE VI - GENERAL PROVISIONS - THE LAW OF THE LAND MEMORIZE ALL
90.        TQ.  What is the outline for Article VI?

TA.  Article VI - General Provisions:  Debts and Engagements, the Supremacy Clause, Oath of Officers.

BQ.  What is the provision for Debts and Engagements, or solvency for the new nation?

BA.  All debts contracted and engagements entered into, before the Adoption of this Constitution, shall be as valid against the United States under this Constitution, as under the Confederation.

   The new government shall assume all the debts of the Confederation to prepare for and to maintain a solvent nation.

91.        TQ.  What does the Supremacy Clause refer:

TA.  The Supremacy Clause declared the Constitution is the Supreme Law of the Land.

BQ.  Quote the  provisions and the ramification of the Supremacy Clause.

BA.  This Constitution, and the Laws of the United States which shall be made in Pursuance thereof; and all Treaties made, or which shall be made, under the Authority of the United States, shall be the supreme Law of the Land; and the Judges in every State shall be bound thereby, any Thing in the Constitution or Laws of any State to the Contrary notwithstanding."

TQ.  What is the contingency upon treaties in pursuance with the longevity of the Constitution?

TA.  Treaties are only the law of the land until they no longer are viable or until nullified.

BQ.  Summarize the requirement of Oath of Officers and the accompanying qualification?

BA.  "The Senators and Representatives before mentioned, and the Members of the several State Legislatures, and all executive and judicial Officers, both of the United States and of the several states, shall be bound by Oath or Affirmation, to support the Constitution; but no religious Test shall ever be required as a Qualification to any Office or public Trust under the United States."

  [ The Oath of Office is required of every representative and all officers and administers of the Government for the United States and of individual States to uphold the Constitution of the United States.]

94.
TQ.  What is the requirement in Article 6 pertaining to religious testing?

TA.  No religious test  for qualification shall be required for office in the government.

BQ.  What is the Congressional Oath of Office? or What is the Oath of the Justice of the supreme Court?:

BA.  I do solemnly swear for affirm that I will support and defend the Constitution of the United States against all enemies, foreign and domestic; that I will bear true faith and allegiance to the same; that I take this obligation freely, without any mental reservation or purpose of evasion, and that I will well and faithfully discharge the duties of the office on which I am about to enter.  So help me God."


Oath of office for the Justice of the Supreme Court:

   I, _____________do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will administer justice without respect to persons and do equal right to the poor and to the rich, and that I will faithfully and impartially discharge and perform all the duties incumbent upon me as __________according to the best of my abilities and understanding agreeable to the Constitution and the laws of the United States, So help me God.

TA.  The Ratification of the Conventions of nine States, shall be sufficient for the Establishment of this Constitution between the States so ratifying the Same."  Nine States of thirteen, or 3/4s of the whole.

Ans.  The President can 1) Veto legislation, b) call special sessions, c) adjourn Congress in event of conflict between them; and d) appeal to the people in support of special legislation. 

103. What nine checks does Congress have over the Executive?

Ans.  The word legal can mean law or it can mean not law.  Most often legal means accepted but not law. 

Legal is used by Corporations, it is a corporate term, for the corporate offices do not deal in law with their legion of supporters, because legal can change in the next five minutes, tomorrow or until the funds of the corporation needs restructuring.  Therefore, legal, in any sense and in any organization is a temporary contingency.  As the citizens of Great Britain were "subjects of the king" their policies were legal, He having great authority over all vantages of their lives.  The Declaration of Independence established a status of sovereignty for the People and the States.  Any legalities that rule "cradle to the grave" are evidence of  legal entities of a corporate agency in operation.

107. What does limited government mean?  Ans.  Each of the three branches are given specific powers

only.  They cannot rightfully officiate beyond those spheres of power.  The States and the Federal governments are separate and limited as well, as defined in Sections 9 and 10 of Article I.

BA.  1. The Congress shall have power to lay and collect taxes (excise) on incomes, from whatever source derived, without apportionment among the several States, and without regard to any census or enumeration.

The electors in each State shall have the qualifications requisite for electors of the most numerous branch of the State legislatures (Popular vote).


When vacancies happen in the representation of any State in the Senate, the executive authority of such State shall issue writs of election to fill such vacancies: Provided, That the legislature of any State may empower the executive thereof to make temporary appointments until the people fill the vacancies by election as the legislature may direct.

BA. Section 1.  The District constituting the seat of Government of the United States shall appoint in such manner as the Congress may direct:

A number of electors of President and Vice President equal to the whole number of Senators and Representatives in Congress to which the District would be entitled if it were a State, but in no event more than the least populous State; they shall be in addition to those appointed by the States, but they shall be considered, for the purposes of the election of President and Vice President, to be electors appointed by a State; and they shall meet in the District and perform such duties as provided by the twelfth article of amendment

TA.  A tax on the person, a capitation tax, formerly used by some States to deny voting.

Section 2. The Congress shall assemble at least once in every year, and such meeting shall begin at noon on the 3rd day of January, unless they shall by law appoint a different day.

Section 3.  If, at the time fixed for the beginning of the term of the President, the President elect shall have died, the Vice President elect shall become President.  If a President shall not have been chosen before the time fixed for the beginning of his term, or if the President elect shall have failed to qualify, then the Vice President elect shall act as President until a President shall have qualified; and the Congress may by law provide for the case wherein neither a President elect nor a Vice President elect shall have qualified, declaring who shall then act as President, or the manner in which one who is to act shall be selected, and such person shall act accordingly until a President or Vice President shall have qualified.

Section 4.  The Congress may by law provide for the case of the death of any of the persons 

from whom the House of Representatives may choose a President whenever the right of choice shall have devolved upon them, and for the case of the death of any of the persons from whom the Senate may choose a Vice President whenever the right of choice shall have devolved upon them.

b. and no person who has held the office of President, or acted as President, for more than two years of a term to which some other person was elected President shall be elected to the office of the President more than once.

But this Article shall not apply to any person holding the office of President when this Article was proposed by the Congress, and shall not prevent any person who may be holding the office of President, or acting as President, during the term within which this Article becomes operative from holding the office of President or acting as President during the remainder of such term.

Whenever the President transmits to the President pro tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives his written declaration that he is unable to discharge the powers and duties of his office, and until he transmits to them a written declaration to the contrary, such powers and duties shall be discharged by the Vice President as Acting President.

Whenever the Vice President and a majority of either the principal officers of the executive       departments or of such other body as Congress may by law provide, transmit to the President pro tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives their written declaration that the President is unable to discharge the powers and duties of his office, the Vice President shall immediately assume the powers and duties of the office as Acting President.

b. Thereafter, when the President transmits to the Speaker of the House of Representatives his written declaration that no inability exists, he shall resume the powers and duties of his office 

c. unless the Vice President and a majority of either the principal officers of the executive department or of such other body as Congress may by law provide, transmit within four days to the President pro tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Representatives their written declaration that the President is unable to discharge the powers and duties of his office. 

d.  Thereupon Congress shall decide the issue, assembling within forty-eight hours for that purpose if not in session. //

e.  If the Congress, within twenty-one days after receipt of the latter written declaration, or if Congress is not in session, within twenty-one days after Congress is required to assemble, determines by two-thirds vote of both Houses that the President is unable to discharge the powers and duties of his office, the Vice President shall continue to discharge the same as Acting President; otherwise, the President shall resume the powers and duties of his office..

Alternative Answers from Founding Fathers on Debt:

1. Thomas Jefferson:  "I... place economy among the first and most important of republican virtues, and 

public debt as the greatest of the dangers to be feared."

2. Ibid: "If we can prevent the government from wasting the labors of the people, under the pretense of taking care of them, they must become happy."

3. Ibid: "... this is the tendency of all human governments: a departure from principle in one instance becomes a precedent for the second: that second for the third and so on. Till the bulk of the society is reduced to be mere automatons of misery ...  And the fore horse of this frightful team is public debt. Taxation follows that, and in its train wretchedness and oppression."

4. Ibid:  "The principle of spending money to be paid by posterity under the name of funding, is but swindling futurity on a large scale ... We shall all consider ourselves unauthorized to saddle posterity with our debts, and morally bound to pay them ourselves…” 

5. Ben. Franklin:  "But, ah, think what you do when you run in debt: you give another power over your liberty."

6. Samuel Adams:  "The Utopian schemes of leveling (redistribution of wealth) and a community of goods (common ownership), are as visionary and impractical as those which vest all property in the Crown, (These ideas) are arbitrary and impractical as those which vest all property in the Crown,  -- arbitrary, despotic, and, in our government, unconstitutional.

7. James Madison:  "I go on the principle that a public debt is a public curse."

8. George Washington:  "No pecuniary (fiscal) consideration is more urgent than the regular redemption and discharge of the public debt...”

"As a very important source of strength and security, cherish public credit ... one method of preserving it to use it as sparingly as possible ...avoiding likewise the accumulation of debt; not only by shunning occasions of expense, but by vigorous exertions in time of peace to discharge the debts which unavoidable wars may have occasioned, not ungenerously throwing upon posterity the burthen which we ourselves ought to bear. The execution of these maxims belong to your representatives, but it is necessary that public opinion should cooperate."
