Jamestown was a commercial venture.  b. Jamestown planters, to attend meetings, sent representatives, which  later evolved to become the House of Burgesses, representative government.

TA.  John Mason purchased land from the Plymouth settlement , extended the Puritan standards, and settled in New Hampshire.   Maine, in 1629.

TA.  Settlers from Sweden established a small trade center in New Jersey and in Delaware in 1638.

TA.    James Oglethorpe and other business men utilized the buffer zone between Florida and the Carolinas to help indebted Englishmen in a new economic opportunity for many in America.

BQ.  Tell three reasons why English colonizing was so limited in the first 100 years?

BA.  1. The Mother country, England, was embroiled in a civil war at home, called the War of the Roses.. 

1. There was a terrible sickness called "The Plague," caused by rats getting into meat.

2. The conflict between England and France continued for one hundred years.

3. Colonies were forced to determine their own protection  in the 

wilderness. 

4. Americans developed their own defense and  way to govern themselves and resented British interference.

II  FREEDOMS ORIGINATED FROM OUR FOREFATHERS.

1.                   TQ.  What two freedoms were developed in Jamestown?

TA.  Representative government and the free market.

BQ.  Identify how representative government started in Jamestown?

BA.  Plantations of Jamestown were so widespread and travel so difficult, that when a meeting was to be held, each plantation sent a representative to speak for it.  This became the House of Burgesses. (A Burgess is an Englishman.)

2.                   TQ.  What type of men colonized Jamestown?

TA.   Many were gentlemen from England unaccustomed to work.

BQ.  How did free enterprise develop and what was the result?

BA.  Some gentlemen would not work common labor.  The rules were changed that land was allotted to each man, and that each must work for himself; this made a free enterprise system and made the colonies the strongest in all the Americas, North or South.  Later our nation became the strongest nation in all the world.

3.                   TQ What freedom was first gained by Pilgrims in the New Plymouth

 settlement, 1620?

TA. King James I, anxious for settlers to go to America, granted that the

Pilgrims did not have to worship the Anglican faith if there was not one there.

BQ.  How did the Golden Rule help the Pilgrims in the first winter?

BA.  Over half of all the companyh died in the cold, famine and sickness in the first winter; the remaining were able to survive as Indians sold them corn; but, most of all that an Indian, Squanto, English-speaking, showed them how to plant, harvest and store food against the winter cold; how to fish and how to hunt. He remained their friend for many years.

4.                   TQ.  What was the consequence of the kindness of Squanto?

TA.  Pilgrims and Indians became friends.  The Pilgrims gave thanks for their survival in the First Thanksgiving, to which Indians joined and contributed game for the feast for three days.

BQ. What was the tendency of the new Massachusetts Bay leadership?

BA.  To maintain the colony, leaders were very hard and strict, much as the original Church had been to them.  The rules alienated many newcomers to the colony.

5.                   TQ.  What did Roger Williams establish?

TA.  Liberty of conscience and feedom of speech and worship in Providence. R.I., were established by Williams.

BQ.  Identify three or more freedoms by Calvert, Hooker, and Ann Hutchinson.

BA. 1.  George Calvert, in Maryland promised freedom of worship, with no taxation to support a state church; also the assurance and security of property, liberty of conscience, every man feedom to sit in the Assembly and share in making the laws of the colony; every residing official required to take an oath of office; "Nor will I make any difference of persons in conferring offices, rewards or favors . . . for or in respect to their said religion, respectively, but merely as I shall find them faithful and well deserving.

1. Thomas Hooker established in 1636, that every freeman could 

vote, help choose their officials regardless of faith.
2. Ann Hutcheson claimed in 1637, the liberty of conscience, the 

cost of which was the loss of her family, as Indians invaded their wilderness home..

3. Freedom to vote, became part of the Fundamental Orders of Connecticut 1639.

6.                   TQ.  Where did Quaker William Penn get his money to build a plantation?

TA.   Being a close friend of the king, Penn's father loaned him money for his needs.  When he died, he bequeathed the debt to William, who collected from the king to purchase or trade money for land in America.

BQ.  Review the benefit of Penn's Holy Experiment".

BA.  Penn, a Quaker, believed men could live in peace.  He asked people of all faiths to come and settle on his land, called Pennsylvania. He paid the Indians for the land he received from the king. Penn promised colonists freedom of peace, justice, religion, economic opportunity. He 

assured the people would be governed by laws of their own making. Penn assured no governmental usurpation of personal property or of the rights of anyone, even Indian.

TA.  a.  Philadelphia was one of the most prosperous and industrious of all the colonies.


   b. It. became the home of liberty, the home of the Continental Congress, the Declaration of Independence, the Articles of Confederation, and the Constitution of the United States of America.

BQ. Explain the circumstances of  gaining freedom of the press?

BA.  New York was a royal colony where censorship of the press was established by law in 1697, without leave or consent of the Governor. The Governor had power to shut down the legislature, collect revenues and spend at will, which he did do. Inhabitants of New York were indignant at the crass rules.  Peter Zenger was a New York printer who presented the predicament to the colony without consent of the governor. In 1732 Zenger was jailed for printing the story about his governor, William Cosby.  Zenger was censured and sent to England where he was found innocent of any crime.  The Lawyer pled that the human rights of man included not only trial by jury, but also freedom of speech, religion and press. These became the fundamental rights in American colonies. This was the beginning of talk against dictatorship, the desire of the colonies  to be independent.

8.                  TQ. How was the right of people to be secure in their homes and have no 

soldiers in homes determined?

TA. 1763 James Otis argued that the law was void if it violated the human    rights of man, in court action in defending colonists against the Writs of Assistance; also it ruled that the jury could judge the law and the fact.

BQ.  When was the freedom to petition and protection confirmed?

BA. 1.  Colonists complained to the king that the Stamp Acts were unreasonable; Petitions were not read or heard.  The Declaration stated they must be heard.

2. Colonists had protested they did have a natural right to protect 

themselves against enemy or tyrannical government.  The Declaration confirmed the natural right to protect oneself.

TA.  John Dickinson in his 'Letters from a Farmer.' saying taxation without representation is tyranny."

When in the Course of human events, it becomes necessary for one people to dissolve the political bands which have connected them with another, and to assume among the powers of the earth, the separate and equal station to which the Laws of Nature and of Nature's God entitle them, . . . . solemnly publish and declare, that  these united colonies are, and of right ought to be Free and Independent States.

BA.  The Declaration of Independence . . . to secure these Rights, Golvernments are instituted among Men, deriving their just Powers from the Consent of the Governed .m .m. and to institute new Government, laying its foundation on powers in such form as to them shall seem most likely to effect their Safety and Happiness.

I. RULES - FOR PRESENTATION OF THE QUESTIONS IN BOWL

 Be sure that each contestant Moderator & Scorekeeper knows this part well:

Points to be given are 5 points for Tossup Answer, 15 points for Bonus Answer.

   No points are split between teams for participation.

1. The Moderator will call attention and see that members of both teams are ready to Bowl. He/she will read the Tossup Question. 

2. If a participant hits the bell before the question is fully read, the moderator will stop reading, and the contestant must answer, immediately, with the correct answer. 

3. If the answer is in error, the Moderator will turn to COMPETING Team  and repeat the Toss-up Question. 

4. If the answer is correct, 5 points will be given. Whichever team gives the correct answer the Moderator will give the Bonus Question. The one who answered the Tossup may answer or pass to another team member, as indicated by the Team Captain.

5. After reading the Bonus Question, IF THE CONTESTANT DID NOT HEAR or understand THE QUESTION, CLEARLY, S/he may, immediately, ask for a second reading of a Bonus Question, for clarity, BUT MUST ANSWER soon,  when question has been read. 

6. If the contestant has heard the question, s/he may ponder for  5 seconds  to form his/her answer.  Once a contestant has taken the 5 seconds, s/he will NOT ask for second reading. (A second is counting moderately: one hundred and one.)
7.  If answer is correct the Scorekeeper will give 15 points. If the answer is wrong the Bonus Question will be offered to the opposing Team;  if that team answers correctly, 15 points may be awarded to that  team. If answer is wrong, no  points are given.

8. If the answers of both teams are in error, the moderator will read the ANSWER TO THE AUDIENCE but no points will be given. (The purpose of this is that the Bowl is to give correct-sound information. Everyone learns. Sometimes, if an incorrect answer is given and the answer is ignored without comment, some people think that it is a correct answer. A question should be qualified to its real correctness or incorrectness. 

9.  At this point the Moderator will announce to the teams his intent to give the Bonus Question as a Tossup Question. Upon reading the Bonus Question, whichever team hits the buzzer first may answer; if the answer is right, AWARD 15 points; if wrong, read the Bonus to the other team, if right, 15 points;  if wrong, no credit.

  (Read the correct answer to the audience, so they can know the answer.)

10. If by chance an answer is given by another, inappropriately, then moderator will present to the contestant, a Reserve Question as listed on the Moderator Q/A sheet.

11. At the close of each Bowl, each team will please go the room as listed on the  Team Competition Itinerary.  At the close of the fourth Bowl, return to auditorium.

12.  AT THE CLOSE OF EVERY BOWL, SCORER WILL ADD UP THE  TWO COLUMNS and return score sheet to the main desk to the Score Master.

13. Miracle Marathon Bowl  Winner is Team having the highest collective scores of the four Bowls.
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
